If you have a daughter, you’ve probably
already been faced with the dilemma of
whether or not she should be vaccinated for
HPV. There is a great deal of pressure being
put on parents to have their daughters
vaccinated. And - Christian parents often feel
conflicted about what they should do.

SO - what does Gardasil promise to do?
It’s designed to prevent just 4 of the over 100
strains of HPV, so it doesn’t protect women
from every form of the virus. And side effects?
According to the National Vaccine Information
Center, a vaccine-safety nonprofit, Gardasil
was compared to the meningitis vaccine, since
both are given to the same age group.
Gardasil’s reported side effects were 30 times
higher. AND - it prompted over 5,000
emergency room visits - three times more than
the meningitis vaccine.

Gardasil was fast-tracked by the FDA.
A former paid consultant to Merck (Gardasil’s
manufacturer) told CBS News in an interview
last year that “Gardasil has been associated
with at least as many serious adverse events as
there are deaths from cervical cancer
developing each year.”

When Judicial Watch, a government
watchdog organization, reviewed data from the
Vaccine Adverse Event Reporting System, they
found that in one year’s time there were 235
cases of permanent disability and 147 cases of
“spontaneous abortion” because the vaccine
had been given to pregnant women.
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
