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Silent Voices in Velgegrad...

Tatiana Shyshova is our Director in Volgograd
- here’s a portion of her latest report -

“I want to tell you about our visit to a clinic for
teenagers addicted to drugs. I held a discussion on
abortion and showed video-film “Human Life is the
Greatest Wonder.” The film is about development of
human embryo inside mother’s womb. At the talk
there were only boys present aged 14-17. They
listened to me and watched the film with great interest;
they answered questions and realized that human life
begins from the moment of conception and that
abortion is in fact a murder. Every one of them said
that he would like to have beautiful and modest brides,
happy families and healthy children. They came to the
conclusion that having sexual relationship before
marriage is bad. I granted them pro-life brochures and
ones issued by Silent Voices. [ had a talk with a social
worker from the clinic and we decided that [ would
come there every month because the children being
treated from alcohol and drug addictions are different
every time I come there.”
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
